REPORT OF THE CIRCLE SECRETARY PLACED IN THE CIRCLE                  EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING HELD AT COIMBATORE ON 29-07-06. 

Dear Comrades,

This is our Third Circle Executive Committee Meeting  of AIBSNLEA Tamilnadu Circle being held at Coimbatore today. 
During the period from our last CEC held at Chennai we had attended our AIC at Hyderabad during Jan 2006. Tamilnadu Circle had been represented in the AIC by  51  delegates from majority of the  branches. Our delegates took part in the deliberations with full vigour and enthusiasm. The issues  concern of our members were well debated both in the pre- AIC CWC and in the AIC by our members. We had also presented the resolutions sent by the branches at the AIC. A new team of CHQ office bearers was elected at the Hyderabad AIC. Our Circle President Com. P.Venugopal was elected as Asst. General Secretary. 
During the last 7 months from the last CEC the Circle office bearers attended generalbody meeting in a number of branches and addressed the members.  Com.P.Venugopal Circle President/AGS addressed meetings in Kumbakonam, Vellore,Salem, Chennai and Madurai Com.K.Rajasekaran Circle Secretary addressed  meetings in Kumbakonam,Vellore,ChennaiCircleoffice,STR chennai and Madurai . Com Duraiarasan  ACS,  and Com. R.R.Balasubramanian ACS and other circle office bearers attended Kumbakonam, Madurai, Vellore,STR Chennai, Circle office Chennai meetings.
Com. Prahalad Rai General Secretary had come over to Tamilnadu to attend the open session of the AIC of FNTO at Vellore  on 17th July 2006. During his visit general body meetings were arranged at Vellore and at Circle Office Chennai. Com.Prahalad Rai GS, Com.P.Venugopal AGS/Circle President and Com.K.Rajasekaran CS addressed the GB meetings.  Com.Duraiarasan ACS  and other circle office bearers also attended the meeting.
Our Association had met Sri.S.R.Kapoor, Senior DDG BSNL HQ on 18.3.2006 at Chennai and submitted a memorandum covering various pending issues at CHQ Level to intervene and settle at the earliest. 
There has been no improvement in our all India issues for the past seven months from our earlier CWC. The promotion policy is still not come out. It is gathered that there has been some slight modifications in the attendant conditions. However the management is very keen on direct recruitment in STS level. The perks for executives is also still awaited. It is learnt that the demand of our association that the order on perks is to be given effect from 1st JAN 2005 had been agreed to.  We hope to get the Perks from the month of August provided it is approved in the Board Meeting to be held on 31.7.2006.
Promotion orders for 399 SDEs to DEs had been issued. Out of which  46   are from Tamilnadu Circle. Orders had also been issued for NFSGJAG for 18 JAG officers from Accounts. Shri.V.Soundararajan DGM(F) is one among them. 150 Senior AOs had been promoted to CAOs. In this  20  are from Tamilnadu Circle. Promotion orders had also been issued for 85 JTO (Civil) to SDE(Civil). We extend our hearty congratulations to them.
Meanwhile the DoT had issued an order dated 15th June 2006 regarding pension payment. The above order is detrimental to the viability of BSNL. We had strongly protested against the same. It is also our responsibility to create awareness among our members and also among the other members of the  unions so that we can protest unitedly and stop the danger ahead of us.
As per the call given by the CHQ we had sent savingram on 01-05-06 on the issue of  settlement of our long pending demands. As per the directions of the CHQ under the banner of Joint Forum of BSNL Unions/Associations of Tamilnadu Circle and Chennai Telephones we had held mass demonstration at Chennai on 27th July 2006 against the various measures proposed by the Govt. with a pro private and anti BSNL-MTNL outlook in the telecom sector. Demonstrations had also been held in SSA headquarters. Further programmes are also in the offing.

We had taken up a number of general issues and cases of individual interest with the Circle administration. Many of the cases had been solved to the satisfaction of our members. A few cases are still pending and we hope to settle them shortly.

We have taken up  a very important issue of  getting service mobile to All Executives upto the level of AOs/SDEs  in a phased manner and few SSAs have already received their sanction.  We sincerely thank our Circle Administration in particular our CGM who has helped us in settling many of our issues  to the satisfaction of our members.  We wish Sri.K.Sridhara CGM, Tamilnadu Circle who has joined as Member (Tech) DOT, NewDelhi on 27.7.2006 all success in his new  assignment. 

A few SSAs/Units have not sent the Diary amount for the year 2006 are requested to settle it at the earliest so as to send the  diary amount to CHQ.  Last but not the least for running any Organisation financial position should be sound.  After All India Conference held at Hyderabad during January 2006, excepting few branches none have sent the Circle/CHQ quota.  It is requested that all District Secretaries to take a  note of it and  arrange to remit the quota due to Circle/CHQ  at the earliest for smooth functioning.
